
In 2020, Historic Saranac Lake 
purchased the former home and 
medical office of Dr. Edward Livingston 
Trudeau, located adjacent to the 
Saranac Laboratory Museum. The 
Trudeau Building is being restored to 
establish a museum campus in the 
heart of downtown Saranac Lake that 
presents the rich history of the Saranac 
Lake region as well as the story of the 
village as a center for tuberculosis 
treatment and research. The new 
exhibits will be:


Interactive — Hands-on, multimedia 
exhibits will capture the interest of 
visitors of all ages.


Changing — Rotating exhibits will 
explore a variety of topics of interest to 
visitors and local residents.


Integrated — The two buildings will be 
unified into one attractive, accessible 
museum campus.


Relevant — Laboratory exhibits will 
connect with modern day issues in 
science and public health.
